CALL TO ORDER:  Adam Pusateri called the LTPOA 
Board meeting to order at 7:52 p.m.  
ROLL CALL:  Adam Pusateri conducted and a roll call 
vote was taken. 
MINUTE APPROVAL:  The minutes from the October 17 
meeting were approved.   A motion was made by Jim 
Ohle, seconded by Alissa Nixon and unanimously carried 
to approve the minutes.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:  None 
REPORTS: 
President: Adam Pusateri:   Weôve had a lot of rain.  
Over the last 2 weeks weôve had over 6 inches of rain.  
This made it very hard for work we had planned to do to 
get done.  All of the rain is putting a lot of stress on our 
infrastructure here at the lake.  We need to figure out how 
we are going to address all of the issues.  Thanks to Ray, 
Tag and Roger for staying on top of things around the 
lake. 
Secretary:  Alissa Nixon:   Everything is good in the 
office; We will start doing billing in December.  Sharon is 
going to order QuickBooks 2018. 
Legal: Fred Schuster:  Adam signed the contracts for 
the Real Estate company so those will get listed soon.  We 
filed 8 court actions on property owners with past due 
balances, we are now waiting on court dates. 
Treasurer:  Paul Buncic:  YTD income through the 
end of is $399785 YTD Expenses $329987 YTD Net 
$69798.  The income is in line with previous years.    A 
motion to approve the Treasurers report was made by Tag 
Lewis, seconded by Rob Boso and unanimously carried.  
For the upcoming billing we canôt collect any more for the 
Capital or Reserve funds.  We need to start using some of 
the money we have in those accounts or we will start be-
ing taxed on the money.  When looking at the budget for 
2018 you will see I put in for a part time security guard if 
needed.  It was noted that we needed to raise the dues to 
help get some things fixed around the lake.  A motion to 
raise the dues by $50 with only a $20 discount if paid by 
2/1/18 was made by Alissa Nixon, seconded by Tag Lewis 
and unanimously carried. 
Security:  Rob Boso:  The security boat is out of the 
water and getting winterized.  Hours worked 330, miles 
traveled 864, complaints 16, Alarms 1, Traffic Stops 2, 
Citations 2, Dog complaints 2, Reports 1.  Second Reading 
of the  Rules and Regulations, Article 11: Mobile Vehicles 
Line 12:  All motor vehicles, motorcycles, golf carts, utility 
vehicles used on LTPOA property Roads; effective De-
cember 19, 2017.  Lake Tomahawk security will be issuing 
speeding citations as follows:  The person receiving a 
speeding citation will get a letter from Lake Tomahawk 
Property Ownersô Association stating they may pay the 
fine or mail the money to the LTPOA office, 8853 Pontiac 
Trail, Negley, OH  44441.  This letter will also provide 
instructions for the person who wishes to dispute the cita-
tion. LT property owners will be responsible for the ac-
tions of their guests. Guests receiving speeding citations 
and donôt pay within 30 days the property owner will be 
responsible for paying the citation.  A motion to approve 

the 2nd reading of the new rule was made by Tag Lewis, 
seconded by Alissa Nixon and unanimously carried.

Beach:  Rob Boso:  The sand has washed out over at 
the Beach area, I have Doug Smith coming out to give a 
price on fixing it up.  Buoys are out of the water and put 
away.  I have shut the water off at the outside spickets.  I 
have a couple quotes for new slides.  Stainless steel slide: 
8ô single shoot slide is $6,373.00 and a 6ô single shoot 
slide is $5,500.  We would have to get other parts made 
for the stainless steel parts that need to go into the water.  
A motion was made to purchase the slide up to a cost of 
$7,000.00 by Tag Lewis, seconded by Alissa Nixon and 
unanimously carried. 
Maintenance:  Tag Lewis:  Roger has been cleaning 
out ditches and culverts.  He has staked out and flagged 
some of the lots we are selling. I got a quote from Doug 
Smith on brush hogging some of the lots to make them 
look better and he gave me a quote of $400 to do this.  I 
think we should take him up on this. 
Marina:  Jim Ohle :  I had the building winterized last 
week by JP Plumbing and we should be getting a bill from 
him for around $100.00.   
Roads:  Adam Pusateri:  I got a few bids for the cul-
vert repair work that needs to be done over by Access 4. 

R.T. Vernal came in at $33,250 and as high as $37,250 

LIPP came in at $33.706 and as high as $34,706 

Pusateri Excavating came in at $15,695 and as high as 
$17,215 

Bova came in at $13,580 and as high as $18,355.

SNOW REMOVAL 

Due for the need of snow removal, vehicles are not permitted to park clos-

er than three (3) feet from the edge of the road as per our Rules and Regu-

lations.   Article 11 # 8:  Parking is limited to no less than 3 feet from the 

edge of paved surfaces.  It is prohibited to park vehicles in such a way as to 

impede snow removal, mowing or two way traffic. 

Also snow fences, stakes, or large stones should not be placed near the 

road since Lake Tomahawk reserves a ten foot wide easement along all 

road rights of way for operations or maintenance as per our Deed Re-

strictions #7.  Please be considerate of your placement of the above so that 

they will not impede snow removal.  Lake Tomahawk will not be responsi-

ble for any damage to your vehicles, fences or stakes during snow removal 

if they are placed too close to the road.
